Community Play Specialists: Working with a Team Lead, the Community Play Specialists will deliver full day 
& mini camps to youth in various locations across Kings County throughout July & August. Additionally, 
Community Play Specialists will be hands-on in hosting pop-up plays, pop-up crafts, and other exciting 
activities for all ages. They will be responsible for the safety of the participants and will frequently interact 
with parents/guardians and the Municipality’s recreation staff, as well as performing any other duties as 
required to support the camps and community play activities. 
 
The ideal Play Specialist will be an outgoing, adaptable, caring, and creative high school or post-secondary 
student. Prior experience working with younger youth in a physical activity and/or camp setting considered 
an asset.
